Central edged San Diego State 36-27 in a battle for third place on a windy CWU pitch inEllensburg, Wash. Matt Lobe had an outstanding game kicking for CWU, stepping in for theinjured Ryan Hamilton. He hit three conversions on the day, did well kicking from the hand, andalso scored three tries. “It was good to see the guys come back from the loss against St. Mary’s and really applythemselves and continue to develop as athletes,” said CWU Head Coach Bob Ford. “They didthe job and put in the hard work to get here, and while we’d like to be in the playoffs, we finished5-2 and I am proud of how they applied the lessons and picked themselves up and stillcompeted.” San Diego State ends the season a creditable 4-3. St. Mary’s, meanwhile, finished 6-1 after beating UCLA 43-22.
